In 2011, LFR began organizing open trail rides on the weekends. These rides give non-LFR members the opportunity to experience and discover new trails around San Diego County and meet LFR members prior to joining. New members who have attended these events at trails including Sycamore Canyon, the Laguna Mountains, Hollenbeck Canyon, and Ramona Grasslands, say they were thrilled to meet LFR riders and experience the club’s welcoming personality!


The Lakeside Frontier Riders is truly a wonderfully dedicated group of individuals, striving to make every aspect of equestrian life exciting and fun! 








Established in 1948, LFR members organized to sponsor local fun shows, potluck rides and held annual Easter Sunrise Services on horseback. As the club expanded, LFR participated in parades including Lakeside’s “Days of ‘49”, Lakeside Western Days Parade, the Mother Goose Parade, and the Brawley Cattle Call between the 1950’s and 1960’s. 


In 1976, LFR created the "Have a Heart" ride. The ride stretched from Pine Valley up to the Laguna Mountains, at an elevation of 6,000 feet. Riders were judged on their riding skills and their horse’s condition through the mountains. A decade later, LFR members were inspired to host the first Trail Trials in San Diego County. The trials judged riders on their skills and abilities to guide their horses through natural obstacle courses. Today, the annual fundraiser is the Poker Ride. Equestrians are invited to participate in a pleasant ride, lunch, raffles, and a poker hand!


The Lakeside Frontier Riders continue to extend a welcoming invitation to equestrians of all ages and levels. LFR is proud of where its past has brought it and looks forward to an equally eventful and exciting future.
